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QUESTIONS PRESENTED BY THE MONITORING
COMMITTEE FOR THE CONGRESS OF LOCAL
AND REGIONAL AUTHORITIES

In response to the questions put forward on 17 May 2016 by the
Monitoring Committee of the Congress of Local and Regional
Authorities, the Government of Aland would like to present the
following:

The Aland Islands are an autonomous region under Finnish sovereignty,
and have constituted a demilitarised zone since 1856, and a neutralised
zone since 1921. The guarantees for the special status of the Aland
Islands, a region home to circa 29 000 inhabitants, are found in
international agreements and customary law as well as in national
legislation.

The special status of the Aland Islands is based on a decision given by
the League of Nations in 1921. Additionally to confirm the demilitarised
and neutralised status of Aland, the decision by the League of Nations
granted Finland sovereignty over Aland. Finland was, however, placed
under an obligation to guarantee the population of the islands their
Swedish culture, language, their local customs and a system of self-
government.

The decision in 1921 guaranteed the inhabitants of the Aland Islands the
use of Swedish as the only official language. The status of the Swedish
language, the extensive autonomy and the competence of the Aland
legislative assembly are provided for in a specific Act on the Autonomy
of Aland (AFS 1991:71). The Act on the Autonomy of Aland is passed
by the Parliament of Finland, and an amendment of the Autonomy Act
must follow the same legislative procedure as a constitutional
amendment, but requires the consent of the Parliament of Aland. The
division of power between Aland and Finland can thus only be changed
on a consensual basis. Under the Autonomy Act, Swedish is the only
official language in Aland. This means, among other things, that Swedish
is the language used by regional, municipal and State authorities on
Aland. The authorities on Aland have the right to communicate in



Swedish with any state authority in mainland Finland, and publications
and documents sent by the Finnish Government to Aland must be in
Swedish.

The current Autonomy Act, the third in line, entered into force on 1
January 1993. The autonomy gives Aland the right to exercise its own
budgetary powers as well as pass laws in areas relating to the internal
affairs of the region. Among areas covered are local government
(municipal level), education, culture, health and medical care, the
environment, promotion of industry (including agriculture and fishing),
internal transports, policing, postal communications and radio and
television. In those areas where the Aland Islands does not have
legislative powers, Finnish State legislation applies in the same way as in
other parts of the country. These areas include foreign affairs, most areas
of civil and criminal law, the court system, customs and State taxation.
To ensure that Aland’s interests are taken into account also in these areas,
Aland has a representative in the Finnish Parliament. Aland’s Member of
Parliament is elected in the same way as other Finnish MPs.

Foreign affairs are not an area transferred to the competence of the Aland
Islands under the Autonomy Act but remain under the competence of the
Finnish Government. Even so, Aland has a certain degree of influence on
international treaties, if the treaties contain provisions relating to areas
within the competence of the Aland Islands. If an international treaty
includes provisions in relation to municipalities, for instance, the treaty is
not valid on the Aland Islands simply by Finland having signed the
treaty. In accordance with the Autonomy Act, the treaty becomes valid
on the Aland Islands only after the Aland Parliament has given its
consent to Aland’s accession to the treaty. The Aland Parliament gave its
consent to the European Charter of Local Self-Government in January
1991. This means that the Government of Aland is independently
responsible for the implementation of the Charter vis-a-vis the
municipalities on Aland.

As a result of the background presented above, the questions presented to
the Government of Aland by the Monitoring Committee affect the
Government of Aland in two separate capacities: Partly as a state power
in relation to the municipalities on Aland, and partly as an autonomous
region in Finland. The Government of Aland will first address the
questions relating to the municipalities on Aland, and then address the
questions relating to the islands’ autonomous status in Finland.

Municipalities on Aland

As a result of the division of power, the Finnish State has no competence
to decide on matters relating to areas within the competence of the Aland
Islands. Since municipalities, municipal elections and municipal taxation
is within the competence of the Aland Islands, the Finnish law on
municipalities is not valid on the Aland Islands. Instead, matters relating
to municipalities are governed in a law passed by the Aland Parliament
(the Act on Municipalities in the Aland Islands, AFS 1997:73).

Aland is divided into 16 municipalities, varying from 98 inhabitants in



the smallest municipality Sottunga to 12 000 inhabitants in the largest
municipality Mariechamn. The municipalities’ decision-making power is
exercised by the local council, which is elected through general elections
for a term of four years. The municipalities have quite an extensive
decision-making power and can be organised in different ways.
According to current legislation, the municipalities are responsible for,
among other things, child care, primary education, elderly care, social
services, libraries and culture. Basic services should be equal in all
municipalities, but might be organised in different ways depending on the
municipality. The level of municipal taxes might also differ between the
municipalities.

The Government of Aland contributes financially to the municipalities
within a system of distributing financial means called
landskapsandelssystem. The landskapsandelssystem distributes

38 000 000 € yearly to the 16 municipalities. The landskapsandelssystem
is used for producing mandatory social services in the municipalities in
compliance with the constitution and legislation. About half of the total
income for the smallest municipalities originates from the
landskapsandelssystem. The Government of Aland is responsible for the
hospital and healthcare on Aland; hence, unlike in the rest of Finland, the
municipalities are not responsible for healthcare services. The
Government of Aland also contributes financially to the municipalities in
order for the municipalities to provide Swedish language education for
individuals having arrived in Aland. The Government of Aland
supervises how the contribution is used. The Government of Aland also
supervises that the municipalities are in compliance with current
legislation for education, social services and elections. The supervision
is handled by civil servants employed by the Government of Aland, or by
independent regulatory authorities created by the Government of Aland.

The Government of Aland strives to use information and communication
technologies (ICT) in relation to individuals. Individuals on the Aland
Islands are able to apply for permissions and services or get information
via the Government’s webpage. ADA (~Aland’s Digital Agenda) is a
company owned by the Government of Aland and the municipalities,
among others. ADA is responsible for procuring software to all owners
and for assisting with webpages, ICT-support and for generally
digitalising the islands. ADA is, for instance, responsible for introducing
digital prescriptions to pharmacies, for creating a digital service to apply
for building permits, as well as creating a new software system for the
Aland Island’s dental service.

Aland in relation to Finland

When it comes to taxes, the Aland Islands only has the competence to
collect municipal taxes. The Finnish State has the competence to collect
state income taxes, duties and fees on the Aland Islands as well as on the
mainland. In return, the Finnish Government places a sum of money at
the disposal of the Aland Islands.

The sum received from the Finnish Government thus constitutes a form
of repayment in part for the taxes paid by Aland to the Finnish State. The
mechanism is constructed specifically for economic equalisation between



the Aland Islands and the state, and is specified in the Autonomy Act
section 45-47. Basically, the equalisation means that a sum is paid to
Aland from the Finnish Government yearly which is calculated by
multiplying the total state income (excluding new state loans) as
established in the State final accounts, by 0,45 %. Additionally, there are
other potential yearly transfers and potential transfers based on specific
circumstances from the Finnish Government to the Aland Islands, as
specified in the Autonomy Act section 48-51.

There are current, and there has formerly been, discussions between the
Government of Aland and the state (Ministry of Finance) regarding the
"fairness" of the level of the yearly payments. The Government of Aland
holds the opinion that the procedure to change the index of 0,45 % is not
flexible enough, as it has never been changed since 1993. The
Government of Aland holds the opinion that there are circumstances
implying that the procedure should be changed. For example, although
the population on Aland has increased and is constantly increasing, the
equalisation index is constant. Another example is that the state income
is decreased by the fact that the state in some cases budgets net income
instead of gross income, which also decreases the equalisation sum to
Aland. Since Aland uses the sum to finance services within its
competence — services that in Finland are otherwise provided by State
authorities — not changing the equalisation index will have noticeable
consequences for the services provided on the Aland Islands in the long
run.

In general, the Government of Aland has a functional working
relationship with the Ministry of Finance. However, it should be noted
that the relationship is in practice based on keeping "an arm’s length
distance to Aland" and that from time to time, Aland is forgotten in the
preparation of national legislation. As a result, national legislation is
sometimes sent to the Finnish Parliament or even adopted by the Finnish
Parliament, without providing the Government of Aland an opportunity
to analyse or offer an opinion on the possible effects on Aland of the
proposed new legislation.

When it comes to recent initiatives, rules, regulations, strategies or
general policies that have been taken by the central government affecting
the Aland Islands, one of the absolutely most important ones is the
financial reform to achieve a healthcare, social welfare and regional
government reform package (Sote-reform). The current financial set-up
strategy in the reform package implies fundamental changes in the
national taxation system and accordingly fundamentally changes the
conditions in the current regional economy structure on the Aland
Islands. The set-up significantly decreases the economic autonomy of the
Aland Islands. The effects of the reform on Aland are currently under
negotiations between the central Finnish government and the
Government of Aland.

In general, the Government of Aland is increasingly concerned about
how reforms in Finland affect the Aland Islands — the concern is made
stronger by the Government of Aland’s lack of possibilities to influence
the process. Especially, the concern relates to the effects on the Swedish
language of the new reforms proposed by the Finnish Government.



According to the Autonomy Act, Swedish is the only official language on
Aland — the language provisions of the Autonomy Act constitute a
derogation from the Constitution and the national Language Act (FFS
423/2003). As a result of the decision given by the League of Nations in
1921, Finland is obligated to guarantee the population of the Aland
Islands their Swedish language. The Government of Aland notes that if
proposed reforms in Finland influence the possibility to function in
Swedish on the Finnish mainland, it will also lead to consequences for
the Aland Islands, since it will result in it being increasingly difficult for
the Government of Aland to communicate with Finnish state authorities
in Swedish, as is guaranteed by the decision by the League of Nations as
well as the Autonomy Act.

In general, however, the Government of Aland does not wish to offer
opinions on reforms initiated by the Finnish state, if the reforms do not
have consequences for the Aland Islands. In this regard, there is a clear
difference between the Aland Islands and the proposed new regions in
Finland. The autonomy that the Aland Islands enjoy is more extensive
than any other region’s in Finland, currently or proposed. The most
essential feature of the autonomy enjoyed by the Aland Islands is the
power to legislate in all fields within the competence of the Aland
Islands. The power to legislate is not delegated, which means that the
Finnish state cannot change the division of power without the consent of
the Aland Parliament.

The Government of Aland does not view the current level of autonomy
as a status quo; the level of autonomy is constantly under development,
which can be seen from the on-going revision of the Autonomy Act. The
revision is scheduled to result in a new, modern Autonomy Act by the
year 2021. In the revised Autonomy Act, one of the key features is a
modernised, more flexible economic system. As mentioned previously,
the inflexibility of the current financial equalisation mechanism between
the Finnish state and the Government of Aland is a concern to the
Government of Aland, and agreeing on a more flexible economic system
is essential.

To answer the last question presented by the Monitoring Committee, the
Government of Aland does not need the permission of the central
government for the agreement or implementation of joint programmes
with regional or local authorities from neighbouring countries. The Aland
Islands, for example, take part in the Nordic cooperation within the
framework of the Nordic Council and the Nordic Council of Ministers,
and are an independent partner in various EU-programmes, such as the
Central Baltic Programme 2014-2020, funded by the European Regional
Development Fund (ERDF).

Med anledning av de fragor som stillts den 17 maj 2016 av
overvakningskommittén for kongressen for lokala och regionala organ
onskar Alands landskapsregering framfora foljande:

Aland ir ett sjdlvstyrt omrade i Finland. Aland har utgjort en
demilitariserad zon sedan 1856 och en neutraliserad zon sedan 1921.
Garantierna for Alands speciella status finns savil i internationella
overenskommelser och sedvaneritt som i nationell lagstiftning. Alands
sarstdllning bygger pa ett beslut fran Nationernas Forbund ar 1921.
Forutom att bekrifta den demilitariserade och neutraliserade statusen
beslot Nationernas Forbund bevilja Finland suverinitet dver Aland.
Finland alades dock att garantera befolkningen pa 6arna dess svenska
kultur, sprak, lokala seder samt ett system for sjdlvstyre.

Beslutet frén 1921 garanterade invanarna pa Aland svenska som det enda
officiella spraket. Statusen for det svenska spraket, den omfattande
sjalvstyrelsen och Alands lagstiftningsbehorighet faststélls 1
sjdlvstyrelselagen (AFS 1991: 71) for Aland. Sjilvstyrelselagen antas av
Finlands riksdag, och en dndring av sjdlvstyrelselagen maste f6lja samma
lagstiftningsforfarande som en grundlagsidndring, men kriver dven
samtycke av Alands lagting. Uppdelningen av lagstiftningsbehorigheten
mellan Aland och Finland kan dirfor endast éindras i samforstind. Enligt
sjalvstyrelselagen dr svenska det enda officiella spraket pa Aland. Detta
innebir bland annat att svenska &r det sprak som anvinds av regionala,
kommunala och statliga myndigheter pa Aland. Myndigheterna pa Aland
har ritt att kommunicera pa svenska med riksmyndigheterna i riket, och
publikationer och dokument som skickas till landskapsmyndigheterna
fran riksministerierna maste vara pa svenska.

Den nuvarande sjélvstyrelselagen, den tredje i ordningen, tradde i kraft
den 1 januari 1993. Sjilvstyrelselagen ger Aland ritt att utdva sin egen
budgetbefogenhet samt anta lagstiftning inom omraden som ror inre
angeldgenheter. Bland omraden som omfattas &r lokala myndigheter
(kommunalniva) utbildning, kultur, hélso- och sjukvard, miljo, frimjande
av ndringsverksamhet (bland annat jordbruk och fiske), interna
transporter, polisarbete, post, radio och TV. Inom de omraden dér Aland



inte har lagstiftningsbehorighet, giller rikslagstiftningen pa samma sétt
som i andra delar av fastlandet. Dessa omraden omfattar utrikespolitik,
de flesta omraden av civilritt och straffritt, domstolsvisendet, tullen och
statsbeskattningen. For att sdkerstélla att Alands intressen beaktas iven
inom dessa omraden, har Aland en representant i Finlands riksdag.
Alands riksdagsledamot viljs pa samma sétt som andra finldndska
riksdagsledamdéter.

Enligt sjilvstyrelselagen har inte Aland behdrighet for utrikespolitik.
Trots detta har Aland en viss grad av inflytande p4 internationella avtal,
om avtalen innehaller bestimmelser inom omraden inom Alands
behorighet. Om ett internationellt avtal innehaller bestimmelser i
forhallande till kommunerna, till exempel, dr fordraget inte i kraft pa
Aland genom att Finland har undertecknat fordraget. I enlighet med
sjdlvstyrelselagen trider fordraget i kraft pi Aland endast efter att
lagtinget har gett sitt bifall till Alands anslutning till fordraget. Alands
lagting gav sitt samtycke till den Europeiska stadgan om lokal sjdlvstyre i
januari 1991. Detta innebir att landskapsregeringen ansvarar for
genomforandet av stadgan pa Aland.

Som ett resultat av bakgrunden som presenterats ovan paverkar de fragor
som stillts av dvervakningskommittén Alands landskapsregering pa tva
separata sitt: Delvis som ansvarig myndighet for genomférandet av
stadgan om lokal sjilvstyrelse i forhallande till kommunerna pa Aland,
och dels som ett sjdlvstyrt omrade i Finland. Landskapsregeringen
kommer forst besvara fragorna som rér kommunerna pa Aland, och
sedan besvara fragorna som ror landskapets forhallande till Finland.

Alands kommuner

Som en f6ljd av behorighetsfordelningen mellan landskapet och riket sa
har finska staten inte behorighet att besluta om fragor som ror omraden
inom Alands behorighet. Eftersom kommuner, kommunalval och
kommunalbeskattningen &r inom landskapets behorighet sa dr rikslagen
om kommunerna inte giltig pa Aland. Istillet regleras fragor som ror
kommuner genom landskapslagen (AFS 1997:73) om kommuner pi
Aland.

Aland #r indelat i 16 kommuner som varierar i storlek frin 98 invénare i
den minsta kommunen Sottunga till 12 000 invanare i den storsta
kommunen Mariehamn. Kommunernas beslutanderitt utdvas av
kommunfullmiktige, som véljs genom allménna val for en period av fyra
ar. Kommunerna har en relativt omfattande beslutanderitt och kan
organiseras pa olika sitt. Enligt géllande lagstiftning ansvarar
kommunerna for bland annat barnomsorg, primér utbildning,
dldreomsorg, sociala tjinster, bibliotek och kultur. Bastjinster bor
tillgodoses i samtliga kommuner, men kan organiseras pa olika sétt
beroende pa boendeort. Nivan pa kommunalskatten kan ocksa skilja sig
mellan kommunerna.

Landskapsregeringen bidrar ekonomiskt till kommunerna genom
landskapsandelssystemet. Landskapsandelssystemet distribuerar arligen
38 000 000 € till kommunerna. Landskapsandelssystemet anvinds for
obligatoriska sociala tjdnster i kommunerna i enlighet med grundlagen



och lagstiftningen. Ungefér hilften av den totala inkomsten for de minsta
kommunerna hiarstammar fran landskapsandelssystemet. Alands
landskapsregering ansvarar for hilso- och sjukvarden pa Aland; siledes,
till skillnad fran i 6vriga Finland, ansvarar inte kommunerna for hélso-
och sjukvérdstjinster pa Aland. Landskapsregeringen bidrar ocksé
ekonomiskt till kommunerna for att kommunerna ombesorjer
undervisning i svenska till personer som har flyttat till Aland.
Landskapsregeringen dvervakar hur bidraget anvinds.
Landskapsregeringen 6vervakar ocksa att kommunerna foljer gillande
lagstiftning for utbildning, sociala tjanster och val. Tillsynen skots av
tjinstemin anstillda av Alands landskapsregering, eller av oberoende
tillsynsmyndigheter som grundats genom landskapslagstiftning.

Landskapsregeringen stravar efter att anvédnda informations- och
kommunikationsteknik (IKT) i forhallande till individer. Invanare pa
Aland kan ans6ka om tillstdnd och tjanster eller fa information via
regeringens webbplats. Alands digitala agenda (ADA) ir ett bolag som
igs av bland andra Alands landskapsregering och kommunerna. ADA
ansvarar for anskaffning av programvara for alla dgare och for att bista
med webbsidor, IT-stéd och for en allmén digitalisering av landskapet.
ADA ansvarar till exempel for att infora digitala recept till apoteken, for
att skapa en digital tjdnst for att ansoka om bygglov, samt skapa ett nytt
mjukvarusystem for landskapets tandvard.

Aland i forhallande till Finland

Niér det giller skatter har landskapet endast behorighet for kommunala
skatter. Riket har behorighet for statliga inkomstskatter och dvriga
avgifter pd Aland pa samma siitt som i riket. I gengild stiller den finska
regeringen en summa pengar till landskapets forfogande.

Det belopp som erhallits fran riket utgor saledes en form av aterbetalning
for de skatter landskapet betalat till finska staten. Mekanismen dr
konstruerad specifikt for ekonomisk utjimning mellan Aland och riket,
och foreskrivs i 45-47 § sjdlvstyrelselagen. Utjimningen innebér att ett
belopp arligen dverfors till Aland frén riket — summan beriiknas genom
att multiplicera den totala statsintikten (exklusive nya statliga lan) som
framgar ut statens bokslut, med 0,45 %. Dessutom finns det andra
potentiella arliga 6verforingar och potentiella dverfoéringar som grundar
sig pa sérskilda omstiandigheter fran riket till landskapet, vilket anges i
48-51 § sjalvstyrelselagen.

For nédrvarande, liksom tidigare, pagar diskussioner mellan
landskapsregeringen och riket (finansministeriet) angaende "rdttvisan" av
nivan pa den arliga utjimningen. Landskapsregeringen anser att
proceduren for att andra indexet pa 0,45 % inte ar tillrackligt flexibelt,
eftersom det aldrig har dndrats sedan 1993. Landskapsregeringen anser
att det finns omsténdigheter som tyder pa att forfarandet bor dndras.
Exempelvis, dven om befolkningen p& Aland har 6kat och okar hela
tiden, dr utjamningsindexet konstant. Ett annat exempel &r att statens
inkomster minskas av det faktum att staten i vissa fall budgetar
nettoinkomst istillet for bruttoinkomst, vilket ocksa minskar
utjamningsbeloppet till Aland. Eftersom Aland anvinder summan for att
finansiera tjdnster inom sin behorighet — tjdnster som i riket finansieras



av statliga myndigheter — innebir det att om utjimningsindexet inte
justeras far det konsekvenser for de tjanster som tillhandahalls pa Aland i
framtiden.

Generellt har Alands landskapsregering ett fungerande samarbete med
finansministeriet. Det bor dock ndmnas att forhallandet grundar sig pa att
i praktiken halla "en armslingds avstand till Aland". Ibland gléms
landskapet bort vid beredningen av nationell lagstiftning, vilket resulterar
i att den nationella lagstiftningen ibland skickas till riksdagen eller antas
av riksdagen, utan att Alands landskapsregering ges en mojlighet att
analysera eller framfora synpunkter om de majliga effekterna for Aland
som den foreslagna nya lagstiftningen kan ge upphov till.

Nir det giller den senaste tidens av riket antagna initiativ, regler,
forordningar, strategier eller allménna riktlinjer som paverkar landskapet
sa dr en av de absolut viktigaste inom det finansiella omradet det
ekonomiska reformpaketet for vard och regionalforvaltning (Sote-
reformen). Den nuvarande finansiella strategin i reformpaketet innebér
grundldggande fordandringar i det nationella beskattningssystemet och
fordandrar ddrmed i grunden forutsittningarna for den aktuella regionala
ekonomiska strukturen pa Aland. Uppligget minskar betydligt den
ekonomiska sjilvstindigheten pa Aland. Effekterna av reformen pa
Aland ir for nirvarande under forhandlingarna mellan riket och Alands
landskapsregering.

I allménhet dr landskapsregeringen alltmer oroad 6ver hur reformer i
Finland péaverkar Aland — oron forstirks av landskapets brist pa
mojligheter att paverka processerna. Speciellt avses effekterna pa det
svenska spraket av de nya reformer som foreslagits av
riksmyndigheterna. Enligt sjdlvstyrelselagen dr svenska det enda
officiella spraket pa Aland — bestimmelserna i sjilvstyrelselagen utgdr
ett undantag fran grundlagen och rikets spraklag (FFS 423/2003). Som en
foljd av beslutet fran Nationernas forbund 1921 &r Finland skyldig att
garantera befolkningen pa Aland sitt svenska sprik. Landskapsregeringen
konstaterar att om foreslagna reformer i Finland paverkar mojligheten att
fungera pa svenska i riket s leder det till konsekvenser dven for Aland,
eftersom det resulterar i att det blir allt svarare for landskapet att
kommunicera med riksmyndigheterna pa svenska, en rittighet som
garanteras savil i beslutet av Nationernas Forbund som i
sjalvstyrelselagen.

I allméinhet har Alands landskapsregering inte synpunkter pa reformer
som initierats av riket, om reformerna inte har konsekvenser for
landskapet. I detta avseende finns det en tydlig skillnad mellan Aland och
de foreslagna nya regionerna i Finland — sjilvstyrelsen som Aland
atnjuter dr mer omfattande dn nagon annan region #r i Finland. En av de
mest centrala funktionerna av sjdlvstyrelsen dr landskapets befogenhet att
lagstifta inom alla omraden dir landskapet har behorighet. Behorigheten
att lagstifta ar inte delegerad, vilket innebér att riket inte kan dndra
behorighetstordelningen utan samtycke av Alands lagting.

Landskapsregeringen ser inte den nuvarande sjilvstyrelsen som status
quo; sjélvstyrelsen dr standigt under utveckling vilket dven kan ses fran
den pagaende revideringen av sjélvstyrelselagen. Revideringen dr



planerad att resultera i en ny, modern sjilvstyrelselag ar 2021. I den
reviderade sjélvstyrelselagen dr en av de viktigaste funktionerna ett
moderniserat och mer flexibelt ekonomiskt system. Som tidigare namnts
ar bristen pa flexibilitet i den nuvarande ekonomiska
utjamningsmekanismen mellan riket och landskapsregeringen ett
problem, och att komma 6verens om ett mer flexibelt ekonomiskt system
ar darfor viktigt.

For att besvara den sista fragan som lagts fram av
overvakningskommittén sa konstaterar landskapsregeringen att
landskapet inte behover tillstand fran riket for avtala om eller genomféra
gemensamma program tillsammans med regionala eller lokala
myndigheter fran grannlinderna. Aland deltar till exempel i det nordiska
samarbetet inom ramen for Nordiska radet och Nordiska ministerradet.
Landskapet dr dartill en oberoende partner i olika EU-program sa som
Central Baltic-programmet 2014-2020, vilket finansieras av Europeiska
regionala utvecklingsfonden (ERUF).
